Trip to Railton Club Dam 28/08/2011

The Sunday dawned fine and sunny despite the forecast of a cold front
with 60kph winds gusting to 120kph and showers becoming rain during
the day. This forecast probably resulted in the meagre attendance of six
club members plus two guests.

Fishing started shortly after ten am with a guest hooking up a 2 1/2 Ib
rainbow shortly followed by other attendee’s successes. Notable efforts
for the day were John Burr hooking up with his second or third cast and
Stuart MacAulay catching three.

A total of nine fish were taken, 2 around 2 1/2 |b and the rest 3Ib to
nearly 4 Ib, with one being kept. All fish fought extremely well and were in
very good condition. The best fight was a fish foul hooked in the dorsal
fin by Geoff that just would not come to the net. While attempts were
being made to land this fish two other trout were observed several times
swimming with it.

Light rain commenced late morning and progressively increased in
volume resulting in most retiring for a late lunch. Then shortly after all
departed the rain bucketed down! As John Burr said “It was a great

morning!”

SOUTH SHAKY ISLES 2011 — Part 2 (Conclusion)

We then decamped and our last base was a Hydre hodsvizel (similar town
to Poatina). There are many dams and canals iratb& and large lakes which
are aquamarine in colour because of the glacial €h arrival we were
informed that the fishing was hopeless becausethal rain meant large
discharges from the glacial lakes with all the mvand other lakes full of
glacial silt. Our investigations confirmed thes@aws, it being impossible to
see into the water in any of the places we fished.

At Lake Aviemore there was a high cliff face andnfrits top we spotted a few

fish cruising along the edge, where the water watsso coloured. One large
fish had a beat cruising up and down that shoreo ®fws spent over an hour
trying to catch that fish, casting down the 6 meatliff face and continually
changing our flies as this fish either ignored fllgeor looked and turned up his
nose and continued on. Athol eventually got a fish but it was a small 2
pound rainbow. While Athol was playing that fishetlarge fish came right past
the hooked fish and kept swimming past without deire least bit disturbed.

On our last day’s fishing, we found a shore of L&éenmore where a small
clear stream flowed into the lake creating a cfegtch of water. We fished the
area in the morning in the rain with squally wirnchad a good fish on for a
while, but as per my luck on this trip, he got &ffe returned to the same area in
the late afternoon, and as the wind had died, tlea af clear water had
increased. In the next couple of hours on thisrridelta, we saw 50 + fish
cruising, some in the 6 pound + size. This was sofrthe most exciting, and
frustrating, fishing | have ever had. The fish w#rat skittish, that even if we
were behind the fish and behind a bush, as sogowafifted the rod to cast, it,
and other fish in the vicinity, took off. | thendd ambushing fish by getting
ahead of it and putting the fly out and waiting floe fish. This resulted in either
the fish seeing the inert fly and taking off inghit, or coming up to inspect the
fly and then turning away in distain. We eventyddinded a 2 pound rainbow, a
very poor return for the number of fish we fished t

On arriving back at our house we found a note foamlandlady informing us

that there had been a big earthquake in Christbhared the airport was closed.
We had not felt the earthquake, but that probakfagned why the fish were so
skittish that afternoon. We were scheduled todrae Christchurch next
morning, to stay overnight in a motel near the @irpeady to fly out at 6 am
next morning. We spent the evening watching thee ltelecast from
Christchurch, wondering what we should do.
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From the reports of the destruction it soundedf asii motel would be out of
action, and there was no indication as to wheratigort would re-open. They
said there was no running water and the seweragfersywas destroyed and
people would have to dig a hole in the backyards® as a toilet.

We eventually made contact with the motel and gag they had not sustained
any damage and we could spend that night theraf but plane did not fly, we
could not stay another night as they were bookddvith emergency workers.
We were in a quandary, we could stay where we ¥aera few extra nights, or
we could travel to Christchurch and hope our fligfit the next day. By midday
we heard that the domestic terminal had opened,nbtitthe international
terminal. It was hopeless trying to find out about flight because when we
rang Air N Z we only got an automated service whigbuld only give details
for flights day not for flights for the next day.aMecided to risk it and drove to
Christchurch that afternoon. We were not able ltaufi our hire car with petrol

because the few petrol stations open had cars dueueilometres. We also
had trouble finding an evening meal because athuveants and hotels were
closed until their gas lines were checked. Aftevidg around for some time we
found a greasy joe that was open. Not the best wmedalad.

In our motel room we felt a number of aftershodksere would be a noise, a bit
like muffled thunder, and then everything wouldlshaBecause we had to leave
for the airport at 4 am, we went to bed early. @Gwatel said that they would

organise a taxi to take us to the airport next nmgriand give us a wakeup call
at 3.30 for a 4 am taxi. In the middle of the nigiee telephone rang and |
answered presuming it was our wakeup call. As | alasut to hang up, | heard
someone speaking. It was reception at 11.30 pmsimdyithey were having

trouble getting a taxi because taxi telephone sesvivere out. They were only
able to get one for 3.30, was that alright. | hadchoice but to agree, but after
being woken up from a sound sleep, | could not tigeh back to sleep.

Fortunately, | arose before the 3 am wakeup cathadaxi arrived at 3.10 am
because they were so busy. Athol had just got eobtithroom and we had to
rouse him out and into his clothes so we did naismour ride.

When we arrived at the airport we still did not ®ng our flight was on. The

terminal was full of people sleeping on chairs #mel floor but thankfully our
flight was on schedule. To get to our gate we lmadass through the duty free
liquor area. Walking through there we found theoflsticky and squeaking.
They had only just finished cleaning up all the snesused by the broken bottles
that fell in the earthquake. | presume that is whg international terminal

opened later than the domestic terminal.
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The lessons learnt at the time and from my reasiimge is that:

: you need to fish early in the season because sy pwople fish the
Angler Access points (and practice catch and rejedisat the fish are
very educated,;
you need very fine tippet material because thededm to see
leaders;
time your trip to avoid flood conditions;

Spend time in the area so you can find out whedehamw to fish the
conditions.

It was a very enjoyable trip despite the poor fighiesults, and the end of the
trip was quite exciting even if a little nerve wkaw.
